The topic functional applications threw 

light on applying multifunctional textiles to a new lifestyle across sports, outdoor, fashion, 

fitness and wellness; smart manufacturing discussed how it has utilised Industry 4.0 high-

end technology production processes to automate the work of sewing ready-to-wear 

clothing, and used the smart applications of the internet, electronic business services and 

mobile apps to improve overall efficiency.
